Honors E7 Paper #2--Julius Caesar Critical Analysis Paper –Due Tuesday, November 14th in class
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This essay should be 4-6 pages (700-word minimum) in length, typed, double-spaced throughout (including quotations). It should focus on Julius Caesar. The topic should attend to one of the following: 

· some element of characterization (flaws, strengths) 

· some element of ideology (political, gender, religious) 

· some element of language (metaphors, irony, imagery, symbols, style) 

· some aspect of theme (e.g. fear, honor, envy, leadership, class structure)

Choose one of the topics above to focus your essay, though the best essays usually consider several of these elements together. Once you have chosen a topic, refer back to the play, your notes and your journals to help get you thinking and writing. As you write, a thesis will emerge. When you compose your essay, put that thesis in the introduction and use the rest of the essay to support it by referring to specific passages and including your supporting observations and arguments. You must include a minimum of five (5) citations from the play in which you will critically analyze the citations’ significance and relevance to your topic and supporting arguments. You should have studied the passages you cite and be able to explain the citations clearly and articulately. 
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When quoting more than two lines from a play, please type it as an indented block quotation (without quote marks) and cite it parenthetically by act, scene, and line (III.ii.23-26). When quoting smaller bits that cross line breaks, please indicate line breaks with a slash and cite parenthetically. The citation goes outside your quotation marks and before the period that marks the end of your sentence. Other direct references to the play, whether quoted word-for-word or summarized, should also be cited parenthetically and a properly formatted list of “Works Cited” should appear at the end of your paper. “Works Cited” should be on a separate page and look like this:

Do not make a title page for your paper. Your first page should include, in the left-hand corner: teacher’s name, the course and period. In the right-hand corner: your name, and date. Double space and center the title. Do not underline your title or put it in quotation marks. Do not put the title in all capital letters. Use italics for titles of literary works. Number each page (in the right-hand corner), with your last name first (e.g. Smith 1).
